Introduction: Philippians is a solid 
discipleship book for ALL Christians!  So far we have 3 of 
the 7 keys that Paul pounds into his church plant: 

1.The Fellowship of the Gospel is not a cup of coffee with some-
one, but rather someone who holds hands with you in spreading the 
Good News of Jesus Christ to a lost and hurting world; 

2. Happiness depends on happenings whereas Rejoicing is de-
pendent upon Jesus – internal JOY is the response of an intimate 
ongoing relationship with Jesus.  It’s Christ inside you – the hope of 
Glory and that hope is the desire to be INSIDE Christ – Him in you, 
you in Him! 

3.You can be confident in your walk with Christ!  You can have 
the assurance that Jesus will be with you now and your eternal des-
tiny and reservation for HEAVEN are secure!  

     The 4th KEY is the church - that is the 2 or 3 who gather in Jesus Name in which we 
find the presence of Christ abiding with us.  It is being united in the Fellowship of the 
Spirit!  I am not sure you can survive without being interconnected in the body of Christ!  
Paul says, “… make by joy complete by being of the same mind … intent on one pur-
pose.”  United in Jesus we can stand no matter the struggle! 

 I.  Paul’s Fourfold Motivation for the Church (2:1;  

1. Encouragement 

2. Comfort 

3. Participation in the Spirit 

4. Affection and sympathy (compassion & mercy) 

 II. Church is to be — “Of the same MIND…of one Mind” (2:2); 

 III.  Church is to have humility in their mutual Care  (2:3-4); 
“It takes more grace than I can tell … To play the second fiddle well.”  D.A. Carson 

 IV.  Church is to model the Self-Humiliation of Jesus! (2:5-11)
