Introduction:  The Acts of the Apostles illustrate the important of having a heart fully prepared to 

face the providential work of the Holy Spirit for our lives.  Our commission is to be ready.  To be 
ready to share the hope that lies within us.  To be ready to serve and be the hands of feet and voice 
of our Lord.  Paul brings his offerings that he had collected throughout Asia to give to the church of 
Jerusalem.  They don’t want his offerings any more — they want him dead.  We are going to move 
through 2 and a half chapters of Acts to witness how the POVIDENCE of God was at work in Paul’s 
ministry.  The world is blind.  Agrippa told Festus (26:32 “This man could have been set free if he 
had not appealed to Caesar.”  Yes, but would he have pierced the dark-
ness of both the religious leaders and the political powers of the day had 
he not done so?  God’s Providence will be involved in the people of the 
Way — that is those who follow “the way, the truth and the life” — JESUS!
