“The word is near you; it is in your mouth and in your heart,”         

that is, the message concerning faith that we proclaim: If you declare 

with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your heart that God 

raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For it is with your heart 

that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you 

profess your faith and are saved.”  Romans 10:8b-10 

Introduction:  Life tends to harden us, doesn’t it?  Paul alerts to 
the sharp contrast between seeking a righteousness by works 
through the law and seeking a righteousness by faith through Jesus Christ.  He concludes 
that who we become “in Christ” is lain in God’s hand (as the Master Potter) once we moved 
beyond works of righteousness.  By believing in Jesus, we become the righteousness of 
God.  Abraham believed, Noah believed, you or I must believe - thus Romans 10:9 “if you 
confess with your mouth, ’Jesus is Lord’ and believe in your heart that God raised Him from 
the dead, you will be saved.’”   Are you moldable in the hands of God?  As a potter, I know 
the importance of being moist and moldable in order to produce a fit vessel.  The moment 
we hardened, we become useless in the hands of our Maker.  He wants to make you one 

of His masterpieces!     

 I.  WE must DIE/FACE our own death daily—and lay ourselves into God’s hands. 

 II.  God’s Sovereign Choices for us begins—as we become moldable! (9:18) 

 III.  Jesus has become our righteousness — He has become, however,  

 a stumbling stone!  (9:32) 

 IV.  “Everyone who CALLS ON THE NAME OF THE LORD shall be saved!” (10:13)
