Introduction:  Are Christians FREE to do whatever they want since the GIFT of salvation 
covers ALL our sin?  Paul has a well-developed gift for communicating vision.  Paul repeats 
the most valuable truths of our faith over and over until it sticks to our hearts and minds.  
YOU/WE need to rehearse over and over just what God has done for us.  BAPTISM is 
central to helping us solidify our RELATIONSHIP with Jesus!  It is like the ring in a mar-
riage ceremony — the ring is not the marriage but certainly represents the commitment that 
was made to one’s partner!  Romans 6 summarizes itself for you:  “for the wages of sin is 
death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.”  (6:23)
