going to instruct the Romans in a lesson regarding FAITH using his 

Hebrew background. Paul is always clear to point out the Jesus was (is) 

the culmination of the Old Testament.  Jesus fulfills the LAW of GOD.  

It comes down to what you believe — which is FAITH! 

 I.   Justification by Works 
Since justification is a gift, it cannot be earned by works (vv 1-8). 

  II.  Justification by Rites 
Since Abraham was justified before he was circumcised, circumcision                                      

has no relationship to justification (vv 9-12).  

 III.  Justification by the Law (being good) 
Since Abraham was justified centuries before the Law,                                                                 

justification is not based on the Law (vv 13-17).  

 IV.  Justification by Faith 
Abraham was justified because of his faith in God, not because of his works (vv 18-25).
