―gospel‖ (see verse 16) with a sound warning of God’s pending judgment that is coming.  We 
must, however, not isolate what Paul says in the rest of his gospel from the rest of his letter to 
the Romans - GRACE will prevail for those who truly believe in Jesus! Paul takes the Gospel 
to the streets of ROME!
